
Local Notice to Mariners 
# 1/2010 

12th May 2010 
· An old wooden wreck (thought to be the ‘Antoinette’) 

remains exposed in position 50 32.5 North, 004 55.75 West. 
Tidal action continues to scour away sand and uncover 
wreckage. 

 
· The wreckage has a drying height of 1.3 metres above chart datum, 

this means that (as of this date) it protrudes approximately 1 metre 
above the surrounding sands. 

· Padstow Harbour Commissioners have removed some of the more 
dangerous wreckage, but many heavy timber baulks still remain in 
place and are a hazard to navigation. 

· The wreckage is marked by a small isolated danger mark. 

 
· All mariners using this area of the River Camel are urged to 

familiarise themselves with the position of the wreck and keep well 
clear, especially when the tidal level is below half tide.
